Going trickor-treating? Remember this:

S/vords, knives, and similar costume accessories should be short, soft, and flexible.
Avoid trickor-treating alone. Walk in groups or with a trusted adult.
Fagen reflective tape to costumes and bags to help drivers see you.

Examine all treats for choking hazards and tampering before eating them. Limit the amount of treats you eat

Hold a flashlight while triclor-treating to help you see and others see you. &/ WALK and don't run from
house to house.

Always test makaup in a small area first. Remove itfbee bedtime to prevenskin and eye irritation.

| ook both ways before crossing the street. Use established crosswalks wherever possible

Lower your risk foserious eye injury by not wearing decorative contact lenses

Only walk on sidewalks whenever possible, or on the far edge of the road facing traffic to stay safe
\Wear welHitting masks, costumes, and shoes to avoid blocked vision, trips, and falls

Fat onlyfactory-wrapped treats. Avoid eating homemade treats made by strangers

Enter homes only if you're with a trusted adult.

Never walk near lit candles or luminaries. Be sure to wear fleasestant costumes

The Civil War in Chattahoochee Hills and surrounding areas

(the last of a series)

On Sept. 19, 1864 the Confederates moved to Palmetto, GA,0@8 men camped in

the town. President Jefferson Davis, on Sept. 23, 1864, came from Richmond, VA to
Palmetto. He made a speech to the Confederate army. He met with General Hood
and his generals, Governor Brown of GA, Howell, Cobb, and other leathess m&de

They left Palmetto on Sept. Y& 30" 1864. They marched out Phillips Ferry Rd. (now

other supplies transferred from Macon, GA to this area across the ChattaBeoch

River. They crossed the Chattahoochee River at Phillips Ferry (later Hutcheson Ferry)
and began their trip north of Atlanta and on to Nashville, TN where they were

defeated by Union General Thomas. The remnants of the Confederate Army then

went to Notth Carolina and fought their last battle of the war with General Sherman,
General Lee had already surrendered in Virginia.

Sherman made his march through Georgia, Nov. 15, 1864, and foraged off the land
taking what he wanted and destroying much in hishp&eneral Hood cutting his
supply line did not hinder him. Confederate General Johnston was restored to the
army of Tennessee as its leader for the last battle of the war. There were only a few
small battles in the west and that was the end of the \Batween the States.
